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“...speakers who are not ready to give up the floor, but
who sense that a pause will be interpreted as indicating
a TRP, may indicate that they are not done speaking by
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prefacing the pause with a conjunction (e.g., And, But,
Or, Yet), which indicates that a sentence is in the
process of being uttered, so that taking the floor will be
have to be construed as an interruption. Or, the speaker
may vocalize the pause (with Uhhhhhhh) while he
cotlects his thoughts ; as long as one is vocalizing, he
has the floor, even if he is not saying anything.”

A TRP can be exploited by the speaker holding the
floor, either directly, for the purpose of allocating
the right to speak to another conversationalist of his
or her choice..., or indirectly, by throwing the floor
wide open to whoever feels like getting into the fray...
Alternatively, the speaker may just ignore the TRP
and continue past it...Other speakers employ the
technique of ‘masking’ a TRP by emitting a more or
less ‘threatening’ sound at potential transition points
(such as ‘Aahhm’), thus waming other speakers of
their intention to continue past the TRP as soon as
they have got their breath.”
