2+ Questionnaires were constructed with_a view to ascertain
both facts.@nd opinions from informally educated pegplé 15 to 60 yaers
of ages, none of whonm Were‘educated béyond Mathayomsuksa 3+ Iour
hundred @nd-twenty=nine ;guest ionairesywere returneds .

%« The data’oétéined from the returned 'questionaires were
analyzed andAtabulgted; The opinions and interviews are presented in
terms of weighted averages; as for the data about broadcaéting station

programs are presented in peréentage term. The time duration of each

of -the 23 classified programs was averaged.



Rasearch resulis :

It was found that the majority of people listen to ££e broad-
casting programs all day long, espeecially in the mornings and evenings.
“a most casns, howevéf,_they tuned in these programs merely by chance,
cxcept fof the programs that they ﬁabitﬁally like to listen to. The |
programs which they found interesting were talks about»Special events
and news. Among those progpéms, the domestin news was found to be

The majority of the people agrée that listening to radio
programs is verywprofitable. They feel that they ;became more educated
and more up-to-date through listening to fhe radie. The majority of
pecyle interviewed are farmers and they would likKe to see‘the number
of programs that provide knowledge of‘agriculture° They were also
interestedsinasthe iocal news «in seachearea, and thought that these
increased programswshould bel.enhancef and improped° Particularly
singled out for iﬁprovement were two areas,l. the géneral intellectual
andtentertainment. values 'of the announcer's deliveny andy 2., the reduc-
tior"of distortion and program interference that now disrupt program

reception. It was suggested that t-e lergth of each broadcast progranm

that most people complained of is that they are very busy with their

daily activity while the programs are being broadcasted,

Finally it was found that the publie demand for the different

kinds of radio programming compared favorably with the programming

already being broadcast by the radio stations.

The government should try to set up a radio network to provide
educational programming for people throughout the countfy° This
radio netwaork would dissehinate the programs that were produced

by program producihg centers.

The broadcasting station should have a Bétter and more efficient
frequency engineer than it.does now, so that the broadcast band

offeach station will not overlap and disturb each other, thus

providing clear undisrupted entei tainment,
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
