The Purposes of the Study

1. To study the opinions of student teachers, Supervisors
snd students congcerning the Thai language practice teaching of
student teachers.irocm the Paculty of Egucation, Chulalongkorn
University abouf time allotted for practice teaching, Student
Teachers' planning in teaching, their instructional procedure,
activity and evaluation, their perébnalities and_classroom-

adniniatration

2. To compare the opinions of student teachers, super-
vigers and students c¢oncerning the Thal language practice

teaching of student teachers from the Faculty of Education,

Chulalongkorn on the topics stated in 1.



Procedures

A questionnaire was constructed concerning the Thai
language practice teaching of student %eachers from the Faculty
of Education, Chulalongkorn University about time allotted for
practice teaching, Student teachers' planning in teaching, their
instructional procedure, activities anéd evéluation their persona-
lities and classroom administrationd amd sent to 1% student
teachers, 16 supervisors and 220 secondary school students taught
by student teachers in the academic yvear of 2526. The obtained
data was analyzed by mcans of percentage, arithmetic mean, standard
deviation and + - test from the eomparison §f.theropinio£s of 3
groups's arithmetic means and. presented in table and deseriptive
form. In addition, =n interview form was constructed for 13 student
teachers, 16 supervisors and 15 secondary school students and the

obtained data was Ppresented in descriptive form,

Results

The results from the comparison of the 3 jgroups were :

1. The-opinions of student teachers and supervisors concer-
ning the studeﬁt teachers planning in teaching Were not signifi-
cantly different at the level of .05 about the appropriate activi-
ties planning to students, the similar evaluational procedures
planniﬁg to instructional objectives and the correct additional
content planning. And the opinions were significantly daifferent
at the level, 0f .05 about the appropriate instructional wcbjectives
planning, the appropriate and similar content planning to the |
curriculum, the appropriate instructional methods planning to
content and students, the avnropriate instructional media planning
to content and students, the additional content planning from other
sources and the appropriate classroom atmosphere planning to subject

2. The opinions of student teachers, suwpervisors and
students concerning time a%lotted for praectice teaching were not
significantly different at the level of 0B about 12 weeks in
the second se;ﬁester practice teaching and 12 weeks in both
semesters practice teaching

| %. The opiniens of the 3 groupssconcerning student teachérs'
instructional proecedures were-not signifiecantly different at the
level of .05 about the apnronriateness of the introduction of
content, teaching proceduve, the teaching of the Thail language
emphasizing silidents development in 4 skills : listening, speaking,
reading and writing, the clear explaination of content, examples
appropriated to gontent and reiated to student daily-1ife, the
stating of the insgrugtional cobjeetives to students and the

teaching of the Phal languase related to other subjects.

4., The opiaions. of the 3 groups cencerning student teachers'
classroom activities organizing were not significantly different
at the level .of .05 about the organization of activities based on
%ndividuals differences,; the students‘epportulity of activities
participation, the organization of activities which students can
use in their daily-life and emphasizing creative thinking.

5., The opinions of the 3 groups concerning the student
teachers' instrictional media using were not significantly different
at the level of .05 about the neatness of blackboard writing,
the instructional médid using anpropriate Yo the content ana
visible Tor all of the stucents, and the students participating in
providing and making instructionai medié, And the opinions vere
significantly gifferent at the level of .05 about the using of
inexpensive media for the saving of time in explanation of the

centent.



6. The opinions of the 3 groups concerning the student
teachers' measurement and evaluation were not significantly
different at the level of .05 abou; the measurement and evaluation
at the end of the perioed, the measurement and evaluation by oral,
discussing and doing exerecises, the stating of evaluétional t «
objectives and the measurement and evaluation by role-play and

simulation.

T« The opimionsgof’ the 3| gsroups econcerning the student
teachers' personalitiecs were not significantly different at the
level of .05 about their neat dress, their punctuality, their good
temper, their résponsibility and their good human relationship.
And their opinions were gignificantly differxent at the level of

+058 about the self = control.

8. The opinions of the 3 groups concerning student teacher's
classroom administration were not significantly different at. the
level of .05 about the téachers' interest in students while
teaching and doiang-achbiviitics and the students' names remembering.
Ang their opinicns were significantly different at the level of
05 about student teachers' fairness and the apwropriate reinfor-

cement and punishmentsto each situation.

From thekresult of the interview, it was coucluded that
student teachers, supervisors' and students had good attitudes
toward the Thai, practice téaching. Besides, student teachers| and
supervisors wanted the Faculty to teach dramatics ?o student
teachers., They also thought that the student teachers practice
teaching evaluation should be evaluated from each teaching pericd
withght any final teaching examination. For the students, they
wanted the student teachers to be fair and to use many different

kinds of teaching methods.
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
