members are kept.

The hypotheses of this study were as follows: 1) The
faculty membérs will peruse direcfly and meticulously the
references needed'for their articles to be published; '2) Perio-
dicais are the typg.of'reference materials bredominantly usedvby
the faculty members for their writings; and 3) The references
whiCh.the faculty members need for citation come for the most

‘part from their own personal collections.



‘Research survey is the type of methodoiogy conducted.
Research tools employed for data collection included question—
naires and bibliographic citation analysis.- Ninety-three question-
naires were sent to the 93 Chulalongkorn University faculty members
who are the authors of articles published in academic periodicalsv
which obtained publishing grants from/Chulalongkorn University
according to 1978 Academic Jourpal Publication Funds. Eighty-five
questionnaires (91.40%) were returned with 85 academic articles
in which 842 references are cited.

Data colleéted from questionnaires were analyzed statis—

cally by frequenciés, percentages, means, and standard deviations.
The results of the .study can. be summarized as follows:
1) Most of the faculty members (97.865%) citéd references in
their academic works to confirm that their data were accurate and
corréct. 2) The study supported as is shown by the high figure
of 89.20 per cent‘the hypotheses that the university faculty
members examined metidulously the significant reférences needed
for theirsacademiciwritten-works.n #3)+ It, was found that, only 2.85
per cent out of the total references cited were references which
the faculty meﬁbers did ﬁot actually consult. The reasdn givén.by
most of.the‘fgculty ﬁembers'for adpptinélthis kind of éitgtionv

was that they required the titles together with the bibliographic



details of thosevreferences but could not find the actual
documents or books. Considering the imporfance of thg titles and
bibliographic data of 'such references to their works, the faculty
members simply put them in their citations. 4) The majority of
the faculty members (55.71%) did not cite the documents they had
actually studied . The reason which most of the faculty members
(33.33%) answered was that those documents were investigated.
merely for the purpese of applying the concepts and methoddlogies
for their written’wérks and not for the practical use in the
citafiopf' 5) It was found irom the study that oui of ihe total-
842 records of references studied, the majority (55.94%) of the
faculty members’ citations were documents that the faéulty members
determined to study specifically for their written works; whereas
the minority (7.72%) were documents they did ot primarily intend
to directly cite in their references but cited simply because

they found such citations.quoted in the documents they studied.

6) Most of the faculty members (55.91%) scrutinized the references
citediin their academic works by themselQes and the rest (44;09%)
had assistants who helped with the study. Among this second
category it was.found that 51.52 per tht of the faculty‘members
in this groﬁp recruited librarians.as their assistants and 33.383

per cent of the remainder recruited undergraduate students as

_their assistants. 7) In analyzing the list of the total
references cited it was found that books were ?he type of
references predominantly cited by the faculty membgrs. The

large percentage used 43.35 per cent was not in conformity with
the set hypotheses. 8) Forty-one per cent of the references theA
faculty members cited came from the faculty members own personal
collections and‘this finding supported the hypotheses. 9) Only
13.90 per cent of the references thg faculty members cited are

available in Central Library,, Academic Resource Center.
