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ABSTRACT

Purposes of the study

The major objectives of this research were to study and compare
the educatiocnal philosophy concepts of .lecturers, students and
inservice teachers in Teachers®' Colleges in the Northern region who
were differentiated by sex, age, work experience and the fields they

had taught or the majors they had studied.

Procedures

Thig research was the result of a’“survey by questionaires. The
sample size involved were 634, categorized into 189 ‘lecturers, 232
students and 324 teachers in the Northern region, and chosen by Simple

and Sératified Random Sampling.

The educational philosophy concepts for this research were
collected by "Educational Philosophical Inventory," tabulated by the
researcher and classified them into five doctrines; Essentialism,
Perennialism, Progressivism, Reconstructionism and Existentialism.
fhese data then were classified into three categories, the purpose of
education, the elements of education and the learning teaching process.

The Inveﬁtory consisting of &5 items was tested for content
validity and reliability. The variable€ which the researcher looked
for were the five doctrines of Educational Philosophy that were taken
as dependent Qariables. while status, sex, age, work experience, lecturers'
fields and student8' majors were taken as independent variables.

Obtained data were /then analyzéd by using frequéncy. percentage,

means, standard deviation, t-test and one-way analysis of variance.

Result

" The result of the study could be summarized as follow

1. The educational philosophy concepts of lecturers, students
and teachers in the _northern Teachers' Colleges tended to score highér
on the Progressivism variable. The research also found that they tended
to score on Progressivism. Reconstructioﬁism and Existentialism in the
high level,_and tended to score on Essentialism and Perennialism in the
middle feveil )

2. Categorically analyzed in terms of status, it found that:

2.1 There were significant differences in the educatioﬁal

Philosophy concepts of the three groups in Essentialism and Reconstructionism

Parennialism
and Existentialism.

2.2 The lecturers' concepts tended to score lower on
Essentialism than those of the students and éeachers.
2.3 The students concepts tended to score higher on
keconstructionism than those of the teachers.
3. Categorically analyzed in terms of sex,; it was found that
3.1 Therewere gignificant/differencesin the philosophical
concepts between the lecturers iof different sex, The male lecturers'
concepts tended to score higher than those of the female lecturers on
Egsentialism, Progressivism and Reconstructionism,
3.2 Therewereé no/ significant differences in the philosophy
concpts between the studants and the teachers of different sex.
4. Categorically analyzed in terms of age, it was found that
4.1 There were no significant‘differences in educational
philosophy concepts of lecturers and teachers who differed in age.

4.2 The educational philosophy concepts of the students

under 21 years old tended to score higher on Existentialism than those

of the older ones:

5.2 The concepts of the no experienced and less experienced
students tended to score higher on Progressivism, Reconstructionism
and Existentialism than those of the experienced students.

5.3 The concepts of the more experienced teachers tended to
score higher on Essentialism than those of less experienced teachers.

6. Categorically analyzed in terms of lecturers' fields or
students majors, it‘was found that/

6.1 There were significant differences in the educational

philosophy concepts of-lecturers who differred in the fields they had

taught. The educatiohal decturers concepts tended to score highexr on

Sciences lecturers and tended to score lower on Essentialism and
Perennialism than those of the science lecturers.

6.2 There were no significant differences in educational
philosophy concepts of students of different majors.
. 6.3 There were sgignificant differences in the educational
philosophy concepts-of teachers of different majors. The concepts of

the teachers who had majored in Education tefided to score lower on

majored in Humanities and Social Sciences.
