“Faster offective reading”

A highat 1eading rate, with no loes of comprehension, will help you in other subjscts
as well as English, and the ganeral pdnolplesapplyboanylnng\mda. Naturally, you will not
1ead every book at the same speed. You would expect to 1ead a newspaper, for example,
much mote 1apidly than a physics or eoonomics textbook. But you can 1aise your avelage
reading speed over the whaole 1ange of materals you wish to oovar so that the percantage
gein will be the same whatever kind of eading you are concemed with.

The teading passages which ae all of the average level of difficulty are
approximataly 600 wards long. They ate about topics of genatal interest which do not
Tequire a great deal of specialized knowledge. Thus they fall between the kind of reading
you might find in your textbooks and the much less demanding kind you will find in a
newspaper ot light novel. If you 1ead this kind of English, with understanding, at 400 words
per minute, you might skim through e newspaper at pethaps 660-700, while with a difficult
taxtbook you might drop to 200 or 250.

Tests tn Minnesota, USA,, for example, have shown that stadents without spectal
taining can read English of average difficulty, for example Tolstoy's War and Peace in
tanslation, at spesds of between 240 and 260 w.p.m. with about 70% comprehansion.
Minnssota claims that after 12 half-hour lessons, on a week, the mading speed can be
increased, with no loss of comprehansion, to around 500 w.pm. It is further dlaimed that .
ﬁlth intensive training over seventesen wéaks. speeds of over 1000 w.p.m. can be reached,
but this would be quite well, though of coutse any further improvement of speed-with-
comprehension will be a good thing,

othet. 1t 18 a good idea to skim thiough the pessage very quicidy st (say 500 words in &
minute or so) to get the general idsa of each patagraph. Titles, paragraph headings and
emphasized words (underlinad or in italics) can be & great help in getting this skeleton
outline of the pessage. Itis surprsing how many people do not tead titles, tntroductions or
paragraph headings. Can you, without looking back, temember the title of this pessage and
the heading of this patagraph?
