The NHA's Laksi Community Housing Project was initiated to develop housing in accordance with the National Housing
Plan for 1988 - 1991 for low to high middle income residents of Bangkok. 13 5-story buildings were then constructed with a total of
2,420 units. A total of approximately12, 100 persons now reside here on an area of around 53 rai, which has been divided with about
30% allocated to housing 68% common facilities including central park, roads and fire water pump station and the remaining

approximate 2% for convenience facilities.This research st urrent conditions and problems in management of the common

facilities and will recommend management methods fi longing to the NHA Laksi Community Housing Project.

The research methods employed include in site persons since the establishment of the project up

to the present.
