The aims of this research were to construct the indicators that parents and teacher use to develop early
adolescent and to compare perceptions between them. The samples were 400 Mattayom 1-3 students, 400 their parents and
180 their teachers. The survey by questionnaires which were developed by integrating of adolescent developmental
concepts and agreement of parent, teacher by focus group in the form of Likert Scale were conducted. The results were
analyzed by exploratory factor analysis, principal component extraction aﬁd oblique rotation method in seven components :
health promotion, searching skills for knowledge and sell spmental promotion, moral and value development and moral
