The purpose of this study-was to datermine the-effects of
formative test and the feedback from different answering types of
muitiple choice: the conventional and confidence weighting procedures
_on ability in English learning of Mathayom Suksa Five students. The
experimental design was employed in this research. The.sample cénsisted
of 114 Mathéyom Suksa'FiQe students in Satri Nakon Sawan School. " They
were divided'into three groups, ;nd sach group had three levels of
English ability: high; midd}e, and low. The three groups did not
differ significantly in English abiiity levels. Among thém, two groups
were randomly assigned as the experimental conaitions;énd only one Group
was randomly assigned“as the coétrol condition. The.researcher téugpt
all three groups in English for 11 weeks with the same content and'

2. Regardless of théir dlecvels in English abiliﬁy, there were
no significant differenﬁe at ithe .05 level among all students-in terms
of their scores qiven by conventienalsand confidence weight answering’
multiple-choice formative tests. However when taking ianto consideration
of their English ability levels, it was discovered éhat:

2.1 There was no significant/ differences betweeﬁ the
conventional and the cénfidence weight in terms of scores abtained
iay students with high-and middie ability in English levels.,

2.2 There was a‘significént difference between the conven-
tion and the confidehce weight in terms of scores abtained by students
with low ability infEnglish only. Specifieally, the "students' scores
based oﬁ the confidenée weight were significantly Higher than those on

2. Régérdless of .theix,/levels in English ability, there were
no significant differencesat the .05 level among all studenig in terms
of their scores given by convehtional and confidence weight answefing
multiple-choice formative fests. However when taking into éonsideration
of their English ability levels, it was discovered that:l

’2.1 There was no significant differences between the
conventional and the.confidence we?ght in terﬁs of §éores abtained
by students with high“and middle ability in English levels.

2.2 There was’a‘signifiéant difference between the conven-
tién and the confidence weight in terms éf scores abtained by students
with low ability in ‘Bnglish oniy. jSpecifically; the (students® scores
based én the confidence weight wére signifiGantly highef th&n those on‘

the conventional weight at the' (050 1evel.
