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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were:

1. To study the opinions of administrators, supervisors and
teachers on the Prathom Suksa Six students quality assessment project
initiated by the Office of National Primary Education Commission
concerning operational process, evaluation methods, effects of the

operation and its improvements.

2. To compare opinions ofy administrators, supervisors, and
teachers on the grounds ©f operational process, evaluation methods and
effects of the operation amongiprovinces according to the level of the

results of the assessment: high, /middle or;low.

The instruments were 1) questionnaires distributed to
the supervisors in the Office of Provincial Primary Education, Primary
Education district chiefs, supervisors in Primary Education district,
school administrator and teachers, 2) an interviews form for interviewing
the directors of the Provincial Education Office.
In this study, the 478 samples were administrators, supervisors

and Prathom Suksa Six teachers in the provinces, having evaluation

respectively.
The finding were as follows:

1. The operational process of the project; the samples in
the high and the middle levels stated minor problems encoutered during
each operational step; where as the low level saw that there were some

difficulties at the moderate level.

Comparingsin a pair about opinions of the samples in'the
three group levels: Their opinions were significantly different at the
level of 0.01. The high level group and the middle level group
considered less problems, than the opinion of the low group. They were

different significantly at the: level of 0.01.

2. The methods used in the evaluation process of the project.
The opinions were waried. The high level group and the middle level
group considered less problems while the low level group viewed the
methods causing a moderate level of problems. Comparing the opinions
of three group Jlevel."” The opinions were significantly different at the
level of 0.01. | The 'opinions of the high level group’and middle level
group about_the problems of evaluation methods were less than the
opinions of the low level ‘group.” They were different ‘significantly at

the level of 0.01.

3. The effects of the operational process of the project;
most opinions of the high, middle and low level groups were positive

from highly to moderately satisfactory.

Each group agrees to the positive effects of the
assessment because they could motivate the teachers in accelerating the

teaching-learning methods. In addition, they also highly benefit



and spirits of the administrators and teachers, the project was measured

at the moderate level.

Comparing the opinions of the three level groups their
opinions about the effects were significantly different at the level of
0.01. The middle level group considered less effect than the one of the

low level group. It was significantly different at the level of 0.01.

4, The opinions of the administrators, supervisors and teachers
on the topic of improvements of the project could be categorized as
follows:

4.1 oOperational process. The improvement should be
focussed on the teacher' mnderstanding in the project's policy. The
evaluation result of each province should not be compared. A random
sampling in the evaluation process should be increased. The data
collecting should have been corrected and be sufficient in number of
evaluation forms. The classification and categorization should be done
clearly in detail. | The result of the analysis and evaluation should be
emplayed toward the guality increment, and the discussion on evaluating
result should be broad in scope, the exploring-on every possible
variations andvall) parties; concexned-and jparlicipated should be nalified
of the evaluation.

4.2 (Onthe* aspect [of(the methods ofythe evaluation of
the project, the construction of methods ought to be standardized. The
group behavior evaluation has to be clear and accurate, while tne other
categories should be concurrent with the procedures employed by the
school. Instruments and methods in helping the evaluation must be well
prepared. The efficiency of the evaluation is to emphasize more on the

experimental practices, and the evaluation form ought to have pictures

relevant to the local conditions, subjected to the data collecting and

sampling.
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
