3, There were manyg factors contributing to the
ineffettiveness of thne.sccondary school clusters! vperformances.
One of these was 1ack of coordination and cooperation among
the schools in each cluster, due to the long distance from
one school to another and lack of communication facilities.
Another important reascn for the ineffectiveness of the school
clusters was budget constraint. Above all, secondary school
clusters were not given any legal measures to empower them to

effectively reach the expected goal.
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
