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ABSTRACT

Purposes :

" The purposes of thisfrescarch were :
1. To study roles of heads of district primary education
as expected by primary education administrators in Educational Region
Six. -~ - - - - 7
2. To find a comparison between roies of heads of district
pm%mary education as expected by primary education administrators in

Educational Region Six.
Procedure :

The pbpulation of this research consisted of 3 groups of
primary administraters at 3 different levels : provincials, districts
and scheools'. " They were as fellowings :

1. Provincial education administrators who were 7 provincial
primary education directors and 14 provincial primary ediucation assistant
directors.

2. District administrators who were 58 district primary

education heads and 4 district - equivalent primary education heads



which were not selected by randomization.

3. Primary administrators at school level whc were school
directors, school priﬁcipals and school headmasters which were
selected by the stratified random sampling technique.

The Krejcie and Morgan table was used to find a propér
proportion of the’samples. Consequently, the samples o this study
were 10 primary school directors, 163 primary school prircipals and
315 primary school headmasters. |

The questionnaize tiscd was divided inte 2 parts : one was
about the general informagion’ of the respondents, while the other
was concerning functions and responsibilifies of the sample involved.
These functions and responsibilities focused en general administration,
personel, financial and materials, and supervisioh. Five hundred and
seventy one questionnaires of the rating scale type were mailed to
the sampled only 524 (91.77%)Lreﬁurﬁéd.thrmggn.postalrse;yiges.

Findings :

The conclusion-of ‘this study was concluded'as th: followings :

1. 1In _the area of general administration, k the p&ovincigl
primary school ‘district had "a ‘high expectation to~perform geher%l
administration more than the ofher three fynctions while the heads of
district primary education themselves and the school administrators
thought that the general administration should pe?formed most by the

head of distric primary education. However, when the expectation of



the three groups of administrators were compared in pairs, no significant
difference was found.

2. 1In the area of personel functions, all three administrator
groups had the same expectatioh that personel administation should
performed most by the heads of ‘'district primary education comparing
their expectations in pairs, no significant differences were found.

3. In the area of financial and material functions, all
3 groups had the same expectation that the heads of district primary
education carry out finaneial and material administration the most,
comparing in pairs, the'expéctation of the administrator varied,

The provincial administragors had lower expectation of heads of
district primary education regerding the financial and material
administration than the'district ‘and School administrators whlle

the district and school a@dministrators was feund there had no different

4. As for the supervision, function of heads of &istrict
Primary education expected 6 perform more and most by th: provincial
administrators\and the district and school administratorg respectively,
Whenlthe‘three groups werescompared indpairs, no significant differences

were found.
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
