Objectives of the Study

1. To study the opinions of Suksatikarn Ampur in the
seventh Educational Region about the concept and ideology -
concerning the selection of candidates for the position of

the principal in elementary schools|in the following aspects:

a ¢ procedure.and manner ofselection;
b. personal qualifications.including those which
related to experience, education, philosophy

and sociological backgrounds.

2. To find a basis for the definition of geod elementary

school principals.



Researsh Procedure

The.sample used in the reaearcﬁ consistrd of Sukasatikarn
P;mpurs in 62 Ampurs which form the Ssventh Educational Region.-

The research tool employed Of questionnai:e which solicited
points of view of Suksatikarn Ampurs iﬁ the Seventh Educational
Region. The guestionnaipe was divided into two parts; Part I, was
concerﬁed with the persenal dsta of the person answering the
quesationnaire; deslt with their poipts of view regarding the
deéision making process for the appointment of principals in
elementary schools; and Pari II, examined théir points of view
regarding the characieristics of principals of elementary schools.

In the collection of data the investigation utilized the
p63t31 gervice and hand delivery which mads it possible to heold
interviéws and to agbserve the work routine at the same time..Out
of 62 questionhairé which-were sent to the various districts,
58 were answerediand only two lwasd incomplete. Thus the study was
basgsed on 56 questionhaires or 90,32 pér cent of all questionnaires
returned.

The data were analyzed by determinéng the percentage of

questions and answer for each point.



Research Findings

1. Regarding the situafion_of the Seventh Bducaitional Region's
Suksatikarn Ampurs show that of them were middle-aged, and have
been civil servants for 2 long time. Most of them have been
officers for many yéars_with a2 good educational background.

It could be coﬁclude& thet they had 2 lot of experience in their

works.

2. Coﬁcerning the points of view of Suksatikarn Ampurs in the
' Seventh Educaional/Reion'show that the basis of selection of
elementary school principals should be follows:

(a) selected from people having Yeen in the civil
service for at least 5 years with experience as class teachers,
subject headsfand assistant head-masgters;

‘(b) should also have at leasi hormal or higher teaching
diplomas and (bétween 20 = |30\ yeatrs| of age; :

(e) selected from people having been trained és
headimasters or, having worked lin the f£ield ‘of faduicational

administration.



3, Regarding the characteristics of the prospective
principals, Suksatikarﬁ Ampur in the geventh Educationall
Region agreed that they should have the following traits:
eagerness to increase thelr knowledge; the ability to
inform and give adviece to other pPeople; good professional
knowiedge; training as an educational administrators; and
willingness to enceurage extra-cusricula activities. In the
area of school business management, future principals should
be well versed’in educational official rules and regulations;
school finance; corregspondence; educationalkmeterials; and
have experience in schogl plant planning. As for personnel
administrative tasks, they should have good human relations;
able to put thé right man on the right job; high sense of
responsibilities; the ability to be good ceoordinators;
willingness to accept other's opinions. In school community
relations aspect&sthey shouldabe able to lead. ready to
participate and.share, and is respectable enough to repre -
sent the people in that communitysFurthermoresthey should
be able to understand ‘the community's needé, thus, they
ought to be local pefsonsa Concerning student activities,
they should have characteristics of a leader, know the
students' needs and problems, and have experiences .in this

field,
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
