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Abstract

The purpose off this research was to survey the vocational
interests of Mathayom Suksa Three and Mathayom Suksa Six students for
the academic year 1984 in Norhteastern Region classificed by sex,
fathers' career, mothers! career, parents’' levels of education, parents'

levels of income and~Students™ levels of achievement.

The subjects of this study were 902 Mathayom Suksa Three
students consisting of 490, boys’ and 412(girls ‘and 828 Mathayom Suksa
Six students of 414 boys and 414 girls selected by multiple stratified

random sampling’

The instruments used to collect data were designed b} the
researchers. -The questionnaire consisted of 3 parts, the first part
was the Bio-data Questionnaire, the second part was the Questionnaire
on Parents' data and the third part was the Vocational Interests

Questionnaire.



The researcher investigated vocational interests of the
subjects by percentages classified by sex, fathers' career, mothers'
career, parents' levels of education, parents' levels of income and

students' levels of achievement.
The findings of the study were as follows :-

1. For the first in order of voeational interests of students
in Mathayom Suksa Three, most studénts were interested iﬁ Professional-
TechnicalAOccupation in which the girls were more interested than the
boys. The boys were next interested in  Service Occupation, Communi-
cation Production-Process and Mechanical Occupation, respectively.

The girls were next interesteéd in Clerical Ocecupation, Sales Occupation,
respectively. The boys in Mathayom Suksa Six were most interested in
Professional-Technical Oceupation, Service Occupation and Agricultural
Occupation, respectively. The girls in Mathayom Suksa Six were most
interested in Professional-Technical Occupation,/ Clerical Occupation

and Sales Occupationg respéctively. The second and the third in orders
of vocational interests of the students in both“levels tended to be

interested in theé @ocupation simibar topthey fimstyorder.

2.\_When considering the first five, careers thatsstudents were
most interested\in for the first in order of vocational interests, the
results were that the boys in Mathayom Suksa Threc were most interested
in Armed Forces, Electrical and Electronic Engineering Technicians,
Policemen, Fitter, Electrician, respectively. The girls in Mathayom
Suksa Three were most interested in Nursing Medicine, Business, Teaching
and Banking, respectively, The boys in Mathayom Suksa 5ix were most

interested in Armed Forces, Policemen, Teaching, Aircraft Pilots and



Forést Rangers, respectively. The girls in Mathayom Suksa Six were
most interested in Nursing; Teaching, Banking, Working Proprietors and
Business, repectively. It was considered that among students both in
Mathayom Suksa Three and Six, the boys were most interested in Armed

Forces while the girls in Nursing.

3. Of all three orders of vocational interests of students in
Mathayom Suksa Three classified by ,fathers' career, mothers' career,
parents' levels of educatiom, parents' levels of income and students'
levels of achievement, th€ subjects were most interested in Profes-

" sional-Technical Occupation and Service Occupation, respectively.

4. Of all three orders of vocational interests of students in
Mathayom Suksa Six classified by fathers' career, mothers' career,
parents' levels of education, parents' levels of income and students'

levels of achievement, the subjects were most interested in Professional-

Technical Occupation:

5. The first in order of vocational interests of students in
Mathayom Suksa Three and Mathayom Suksa Six was interested in Profes-
sional-Techﬁical O¢cupation, the reasonsglven were that of assisting
others for, the ,benefits of society and, the-Countxry, .high income, job
assigned appropriate for their abilities and job description appropriate

for their desires.

6. In terms of searching for students' understanding of job
description being interested the first in order and of knowledge and
abilities of those who worked in Professional-Technical Occupation,
it was found that most subjects only had a moderate level of proper

understanding.
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
