2 To study the guality of pre-school teachers required by -

3 To study -the-epinions-of the adminisérators and the instruc-
tors concerning the teacher training institutés ‘preparation of pre-

school teachers and also the pre-school teachers' performances.

mhe total of 141 samples were the administrators of pre-school
teacher training-institutess, the instructors, in, teacher training insti-
tutes ‘and the school administrators selected by simple random sampling

. technique.

The instruments used in this research .were the interviewed
forms and questionnaires constructed by the researcher. The cbtained
data were analyzed by computing the percentage, means, standard devia-

tion and t-test.



Finding:

1 According to the data obtained, all of tﬁe training insti-
tutes adopted the policy and set up the curriculum according to the
Minist}y of Education while the university had more freedom of cons-
tructing her own curriculum. These cﬁrricﬁlums were similar in both
theory and practice."Neither research nor survey was studied about
the needé of the schools or the cooperaion planning between the ins-
titutes and the schools . eenccrning the preparation of the pre-school

teachers including the follow-up program.

2 The school /administrators reported that: most of the pre-
school teachers were fémale. - The teacher-students ratio was 1 : 35
and over (32,35 per cént) and 1 : 30, (29.41 per cent). Most of the
teachers under the Office of-Private Educétion had M.S. 5 certificate,
and some had received Certificate in Education and Higher Certificate
in Education. While most of the teachers undern-the Office of Piimary
Education and the Ministry of University Affairs had received Higher
Certificate in Pre-school Education, Higher Certificate in other majors

and Bachelor Degree. .

' 3 naccording to school administrators' preferences concerning
the qualification)of pre-school teachers were singlé, female with
Higher Certificéte in Pre-school Education or training experiences in
this field. Special abilities ih certain areas would be well appre-

ciated;

4 1In teaching process, most instructors have agreed that
there should be common policy and centre for exchanging ideas and

knowledge among university, institutes and schools. The period of



training progfam should not be less than tﬁelve weeks. The teacher

training supervisors should have at least three years experiences in
teaching pre-scﬁool students. The teaching methods used were lectur-
ing, demonstrating and discﬁssing. However the teaching techniques -
expected to be ﬁsed in pre-school by the ﬁraiqees would be role play.;

assimilation and experimentation technique.

5 Most of the schoel administratoxs and instru;tors consi-.
dered that all courseg din the curriculum should ke equally emphasized,
They agreed on most.of the conbulsory major subjécts except Keyuboard
I, the school administrators preferred to put into the Elective Area
whilé the instructops prefevred to move course Movement in Music into
Elective Area. At the same time the school administrators preferred
the-course Nursery instrument to-be compulsory while the instructors

viewed that the course Musi¢ Actiwvities for Young Children should be

compulscry.

5 There was no significant difference ketween the school ad-
ministrators' and imnstructors' opinions concerxning teachers' perfor-
mances in the .area of persocnalities, teaching preparation, teaching

methods and human relationship.
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
