ABSTRACT

Objectives

This study attempted to determine the rélationship
between the understanding of the English culture and the

preference for studying English of Matayomsuksa 3 students.

Procedure

The questionnaire consisted of fifteen rating scale
items and the test consisted of fifty multiple choice
questions on the English culture.. The test was revised twice
after it was pretested for discrimination and difficulty with
two groups of seventy-four students and sixty-eight students.
Two hundred and twenty-five subjects, both males anq
females,_were‘seleéteé from nine government schools in Bangkok
and Thonhgizﬂ They were tested by the above indicated question-

naire and test, ALfter that the coefficiant of correlation of



the questionnaire and the test was calculated by using Pearson's
product moment correlation and then the mean of the question-

naire scores and the mean of the test scores were calculated,

Findings

1+ There was no relationship between the understanding
of the English culture and the preference for studying English
of Matayomsuksa 3 students,

2+ The préference for studying English of Matayomsuksa 3
students ie quite high.

3. The understanding of the English culture of
Matayomsuksa 3 students is average.

L4, There was no sex difference in preference for
studying English.

5. There was no sex difference in understanding of

the IEnglish culturee.
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
