The level of agreement in the answers between husbands and wives
in this study is measured by the percentage of couples with consistent
answers, the reliability ratio and the index of dissimi larity. The
results show a moderate level of agreement in the attitudinal answers.
The lowest level of the agreement was found on the answers 5 about the

desired family size. Consensus of answers about factual matters was
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higher than these of attitudes. 1In particular, responses concerning the
number of living children, ever use of contraception and the husbands’
occupations exhibited a higher level of agreement, while agreement of
answers about wives’ birth dates and occupation was moderate.
