There are many ways to combine the marital
well being measures. You can refer to the sources cited in my paper on page 892 for some
alternatives to measuring marital well-being. | chose to additively combine the results from
questions 34 to 37 to create a marital well-being scale -- the higher the score, the greater the
marital well-being.
