The samples were 90 leaders of tumbols, 90 leaders of villages and
parents of students of M.1-3, 90 of each level, M.4-5, 30 of each

level and 50 of M.6. The total samples were 560.

2./ Concerning the need§3qf.peegieﬁfdr their dutention to
support the secondary schools, most people needed to support in the
areas of which high knowledge and efficiency did not require, because
of their educational background and vocation. Their needs in
expressing opinions, attending meetings with the schools and being
guest lecturers were the lowest. However, most of them still had the

needs at the high level, and their needs were congruent with the

number of those who used to receive services in this area.



3. Concerning problems and obstacles of people's i‘-eceiv:lng
community services and supporting the secondary schools. ;no'st
problems came from conductin‘gl .survey‘ of people's needs, building
