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I. NAME AND OBJECTS

1. The name of the Society shall be "The Siam Society under

Royal Patronage".

The address of the Society is 131 Asoke Lane, Sukhumvit

21 Road, Bangkok 10110.

2. The objects of the Society shall be the investigation
and encouragement of the arts and sciences in relation to Thailand

and the neighbouring countries.

3. The affairs of the Society shall be directed and managed

by a Council.

4. The Society shall hold ordinary meetings at which papers
may be read, or lectures delivered and conduct other activities

pertaiﬁing to the objects of the Society.

5. The Society shall publish a journal of the Society and a
bulletin for the Natural History Section, to be issued at suitable
intervals as material may allow, and all papers accepted by the
Council for publication shall be printed and appear therein. The

Society may also publish books.

The Society shall organise a library of books, manu-
scripts and other documents connected with the objects of the
Society, and may also make collections of valuable specimens apper-

taining to such objects.

6. In order to further the objects of the Society, sections
of the Society may be constituted for the purpose of promoting and

encouraging specialised study in particular subjects.
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Such subjects as the following, either singly or in
groups, shall be considered as suitable for the formation of

sections: -

anthropology, ethnology, ethnology, ethnography,
archaeology, fine and applied arts, hiétory, philology, folklore,
sociology, literature and drama, numismatics, philately, agricul-
ture, travel, as well as natural history including astronomy,
biology, botany, conservation and natural resorces management,

geology, minéralogy and zoology.

The Council shall prescribe rules for the constitution,
dissolution and conduct of study sections including right of parti-

cipation of Section leaders at Council meetings.

All members of the Society shall be at liberty to

attend Section meetings.
II. MEMBERSHIP

7. Members of the Society shall be of five categories-life,
ordinary, honorary, corresponding and student. Both ladies and

gentlemen may be elected to membership of the Society.

8. Candidates for life, ordinary and student membership
shall be proposed by one life or ordinary member of the Society and
shall be put up for election at a meeting of the Council.

The Council shall establish rules concerning the quali-
fications and number of students who may be elected, limitations of
their membership rights and duration and termination of their member-

ship. Student members shall not be entitled to vote.
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If accepted by a majority of the Council present, each
candidate shall be notified by the Honorary Secretary that he has
been duly elected and at the same time shall be sent a copy of the

Society.

9. The annual subscription for ordinary members shall be
Baht 800.00 and for student members Baht 50 payable in advance by
the 1st of January in each year, or in the case of new members upon
notification of election. The membership however, shall not com-

mence until the initial subscription has been paid.

The subscription for life members shall be a single

payment of Baht 10,000.

Ordihary members of a standing of full twenty-five years
shall be deemed to be life members, and ipso facto be exempted from

further subscription.

The Council shall have power to remit or reduce the

annual subscription for ordinary members in special cases.

Any change of subscription shall be proposed by the
Council at the Annual General Meeting and may take effect only from
the succeeding year. Members shall be informed of any change with-

out delay.

10. At the first meeting of the Council held after the 30th
of June of each year, a list shall be presented by the Honorary

Treasurer of those members whose subscriptions remain unpaid.

Each of these members shall thereafter receive three
notices, if necessary, at intervals of a month each. Unless the

subscription is paid before the expiration of the year, the member's
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name will at the beginning of the following year, be automatically
expunged from the list of members, unless otherwise decided by the

Council.

This rule may, in any particular case, be suspended by

a majority vote of the Council of the Society.

11. An honorary member shall be one who has distinguished
himself in the arts, humanities or sciences and whose election to
membership would, in the opinion of the Council, bring honour to

the Society.

A corresponding member who is not resident in this
country shall be one whose active interest in the Society the Coun-

cil wishes to retain or secure.

Honorary and corresponding members must be proposed

for election by the Council at a General Meeting of the Society.

Both honorary and corresponding members shall be exempt
from the payment of subscription and shall enjoy all privileges of

the Society but shall not be entitled to vote.

12. 1In addition to honorary members of the category above
described, it shall be within the discretion of the Council to
invite members of the Royal Family or other distinguished personages
to become Honorary Presidents or Honorary Vice-Presidents of the

Society.

13. The resignation of any ordinary or student member shall
be laid before the Council and, when it is accepted, the said member

shall cease to be a member, and shall be duly notified of that fact.

Any ordinary member or student member, resigning after
the 1st of January of any year, shall be liable for that year's

subscription.

14. 1In the event of any member acting, in the opinion of
the Council, in a manner detrimental to the interests of the Society,
the Council shall have power to recommend such member to a General -
Meeting of the Society, summoned for that purpose, for expulsion.
An.affirmative vote of three-quarters of those members present at
such a General Meeting shall be necessary to expel a member. If

expelled, such a member shall not be eligible for re-election.
ITI. COUNCIL

15. The Council of the Society shall be composed of a
President, three Vice-Presidents, an Honorary Secretary, an Honorary
Treasurer, an Honorary Librarian, an Honorary Editor of the Journal,
an Honorary Leader of the Natural History Section, an Honorary

Editor of the Natural History Bulletin, any other Honorary Officers

and not more than fifteen Ordinary Members of the Council.

The post of Honorary Librarian or Honorary Editor of
the Journal may be held by one of the other Honorary Officers or

Ordinary Members of the Council.

16. The Council shall be elected at the Annual General
Meeting of the Society from among the life and ordinary members and
shall hold office until the succeeding Council has taken up its

duties. Contested elections shall be by ballot.
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Every candidate for election to the Council shall
either be present.at the Meeting or shall ‘have indicated in writing

willingness to aécept office.

17. The Council shall have the power to appoint additional
Honorary Officers of the Council and to fill any vacancies that may
occur among their number from among the life, ordinary and honorary

members for the remainder of its term of office.

18. The principal duties of the Council shall be as

follows: -

a. to administer the affairs and property of the

Society;

b. to invite Members of the Royal Family and other
distinguished personages to accept Honorary

offices;

c. to elect life, ordinary and student members, and
to recommend honorary and corresponding members

4 for election by a General Meeting;

d. to approve programmes for ordinary meetings or
manuscripts to be published. The President may,
under special circumstances, authorise programmes

without first consulting the Council;

e. to select and purchase books, manuscripts, docu-

ments and other materials for the Library;

f. to present to the Annual General Meeting, at the

expiration of their term of office, a report on
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the proceedings and condition of the Society and

a provisional programme for the ensuing year;
g. to make rules for the exercise of its functions;

h. ' to obtain and give grants and other assistance to

encourage scholarly research.

The Council shall be empowered to appoidt and discharge
committees, either permanent or temporary, and individuals for the

purpose of dealing with its various activities.

19. The Council shall normally meet for the transaction of
business once a month and at such other times as may be found

necessary.
At Council Meetings five shall constitute a quorum.

20. Financial reports and all accounts shall be submitted
by the Honorary Treasurer to the Council for approval as the Council

may require.
IV. MEETINGS OF THE SOCIETY

21. Meetings of the Society shall be of three kinds-ordi-
nary meetings and Annual and Special General Meetings; in addition

there may be Section meetings as provided for under Rule 6.

22. Ordinary meetings shall be held as often as can be
arranged and at such date and hour as the Council may appoint.

Visitors may be admitted.

23. The Annual General Meeting shall normally be held not

later than 30th June.
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Forty members, either life or ordinary, shall form a

quorum.

24. A special General Meeting may be called at any time by
the Council for the purpose of submitting a resolution or proposal
of an important nature and arising from a special cause, and shall
have power to authorize the Council to acquire immovable property on
behalf of the Society or to accomplish those acts which are speci-
fied in paragraph 2 of Section 801 of the Civil and Commercial Code,
except that the giving of grants and other assistance for scholarly

research shall not require such authorisation.

Such a meeting shall also be convened by the Council on
a written demand signed by ten members of the Society, life or ordi-

nary, setting forth the proposal or subject to be discussed.

At such meetings twenty members, life or ordinary,

shall form a quorum.

25. If, at any General Meeting, a quorum is not present,
the proposal or subject in question shall be referred to a second
General Meeting, to be held not less than fourteen and not more than

thirty days after the date of the first meeting.

If, at the second meeting, a quorum is again not

present, the business of the meeting shall proceed as if it were.

26. Minutes of all ordinary and General Meetings and Council
meetings shall be kept by the Honorary Secretary. The minutes of the
Annual General Meeting shall be sent to members within two months
after the meeting. Minutes of General Meetings and Council meetings

shall be read at the succeeding General Meeting or Council meeting,

as the case may be, for confirmation.
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27. Two weeks notice by mail shall be given of all General

Meetings, whether Annual or Special.

28. At General Meetings, the President shall act as chair-
man and in his absence the eldest of the Vice-Presidents present
shall act as chairman and in their absence, the Honorary Secretary
shall act as chairman and in his absence, the meeting shall elect a
chairman from among the life or ordinary members present. Every
life and ordinary member in good standing.shall have the right to
vote and resolutions shall be passed by a simple majority. The
right to vote may not be delegated. In the event of a tied vote,
the resolution shall be put once again to the meeting and if the
vote is still tied, the chairman shall have an additional casting

vote.

29. At the Annual General Meeting the Council shall present
a report for the preceding year; the Treasurer shall render an
account of the financial condition of the Society to the end of the *
previous calender year; and the Council for the ensuing year shall

be elected.
V. PUBLICATIONS OF THE SOCIETY

30; a. The Journal of the Society shall contain papers
read before the Society and others approved by
the Council and such other matter as the Council
may consider desirable. It shall be published
in the English language, but papers in other
languages approved by the Council may be included

provided that titles, authors, and summaries of

them are also printed in English.



b. Papers dealing with natural history shall be

published in the Bulletin.

c. Once a year, a list of members of the Society, the
number of new members and the number of resigna-

tions, removals, and deaths shall be published.

31. The Honoray Editor of the Journal and the Honorary
Editor of the Bulletin shall be responsible for the general arrange-

ment and publication in the Journal and the Bulletin.

32. Every member of the Society except student members
shall be entitled to one copy of each number of the Journal and the

Bulletin as it appears.

33. The Council shall have power to exchange copies of the
Journal and the Bulletin with other Societies and to present copies
to distinguished persons at their discretion. The remaining copies
shall be sold at such prices as the Council may, from tiﬁé to time,

£a5¢ .

34. Authors of all papers and articles published in the
Journal or the Bulletin shall be entitled to not more than thirty
free separates of their papers if so required by the authors, unless

otherwise decided by the Council.

35. The Council shall have power, by arrangement with the
author, to publish, otherwise than in the Journal and Bulletin,
papers or documents accepted by them, and to make a charge for such
publications. These publications shall be the sole property of the

Society.
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36. Reproductions or translations of papers, articles or
books published by the Society may be published elsewhere with the
consent of the Council, who may also fix a certain fee for the

ritht of such reproduction or translation.

37. 1In the event of the dissolution or other temination of
the Soéiety, its assets, if any, remaining after payment of or pro-
vision for all of the liabilities of the Society, if any, shall be
distributed, subject to the authority of the court, to a juristiq
person whose purposes are exclusively charitable, religious, scien-

tific, literary or for the public benefit.
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
