The less of the
teachers haJ prior-knowledge of curriculum content and had the opportunity to produce curriculum materials.

E The school administrators and teachers had problems in curriculum management and instructional
activities ma:hagement - the lack of curriculum implementation in-service training, teachers majoring social studies,
knowledge -1'- curriculum content, classrooms, budget, curriculum materials, supervisors’ cooperation, co-curticulum
planning aml;ng colleaques, materials and equipments, and feed back mfom\atton application.
