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Due to the present day progress, crime patterns are rapidly developed
to such a magnitude that investigation, detection and apprehension of the
offenders becomes increasingly complex. Organized crime is operating in a
more secretive and sophisticated manner than it was before. State,
therefore, must devise its own methods of investigation and acquisition of
evidence to obtain conviction for the offenders. Wiretapping is employed in
special circumstances to investigate and to detect certain types of criminal

activities.

Wiretapping in some countries, for e.g. U.S.A., is governed by
special legal provisions which empower state agencies to wiretap. Such legal
provisions specify necessary conditions such as types of offense subjected to
wiretapping for the purpose of investigation and crime prevention.
Moreover, judicial authorization is compulsory, i.e. state agents must submit
the petition to the judiciary. The process is devised for the protection of
individual rights and liberty.

In Thailand, this thesis finds that there is no current law, either
Constitution or other subordinated laws, which authorizes the state agencies
to wiretap. To the contrary, there are legal provisions prohibiting such

conduct, which may result in the criminal conviction of the violators.

From the analysis, this thesis’s writer is of the opinion that if the
state must employ wiretapping for the purposes of criminal prevention and
detection, it is necessary to enact laws empowered the state agencies to act
accordingly. This thesis’s writer also recommends the general principles for

such legal provisions therein.
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
