1.2 COVERAGE B: CLEAN-UP COSTS

We will pay for clean-up costs that you become legally obligated to pay or incur at or
away from an insured site caused by a pollution incident to which this coverage applies.
We may, as we deem appropriate, investigate, settle, deny, contest or appeal any claim
for clean-up costs. We may, in our discretion, investigate any pollution incident whether
or not any claim has been made.

.3 COVERAGE C: CLAIM ADJUSTMENT EXPENSE

When we have issued claims-made pollution liability coverage for an insured site in one
or more policy periods, all claims arising out of the same pollution incident that com-

5.6 Amount of Loss Limit Available

Each payment we make for bodily injury, property damage or clean-up costs reduces
the Aggregate Loss Limit by the amount of such payment. This reduced limit will then
be the Amount of Loss Limit Available.

Unless we exercise our
right to undertake or control the defense of or response to a claim pursuant to 5.12, you
must arrange to assume control of the defense of or response to any such outstanding claim.

If requested by any federal, state, county or local governmental administrative agency we
will provide a copy or signed duplicate original of this policy, including any endorsements,
to that agency.

The non-renewal will become
effective on the last day of the Policy Period shown in the Declarations of this policy (or
in any endorsement) or on the sixtieth (60th) day after any insured receives the Notice
of Non-Renewal, whichever is later. The signed certified mail return receipt will be suffi-
cient proof of the date on which the notice is received.

Transfer of Rights and Duties
