osummary and Recommendations
Summary

This study was an attempt to develop a scale
which would reliably measure Thai preadolescents!
perceptions of parental punitiveness towards their
aggression. Subjects were 280 pratom 5-7 students (140
Boy and 140 girls) from private schools in Bangkok and
municipal schools in Pranskorn District. They were between
11 and 13 years of age, Bthnic Thai, both of whose parents
were of Thai background aznd living with the child. PForty-
three items of misbehavior and twenty-seven types of parental

punishment were selected from g previous study by Egsteinl

dn the basis of a pilot study, the author retained
those items which 60 percent or more of the students checked
as "very much agree" and "agree'". These were considered
to be representative of the kinds of misbehavior common
among Thal children and of the type of parental punishment
used by Thai parents. The students were asked to rate the

relgtive severity of these parental disciplines on a

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six=-point scale. From this list four alterngtives were se-
lected as response alternatives and were given arbitrary

integral weights of 1, 2, 3 and 4 respectively:

(1) tell me how I ought to behave
(2) make me apologize
(3) tell me I can't play with friends

(4) whip me

In the final scale, there were thirty-two items
of misbehavior accompanied by four randomly ordered response
alternatives for each item. Subjects were instructed to
respond to each of the thirty-two items by choosing one
of the four alternatives in terms of (1) what they thought
their father would do - ‘and (2) what they thoughttheir mother
would do. The scale was scored seperately for father and
mother. Using Hoyt's Analysis of Variance Pracedure,
internal consistency coefficients of .90 for father and
.87 for mother were obtained. The correlation between
father and mother versions for the total sample was .14
indicating that there was not a significant relationship
between the types of punishment used by mothers and those
used by father i.e. parents were not consistent with
regard to the types of punishment they used. The correlation
coefficient between the father and mother versions for
private school students was found to be .28, In this case,

the condition was significant at the .05 level of
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significance. There was a relationship between the punish-
ment of fathers and of mothers. The correlation coeffient
between the father and mother versions for female private
school students was found to be .74. There was a high
positive relationship between the punishment shown by
fathersand that shown by mothers. For male private school
students the correlations was =.50, for municipal school
students =.T72, and for female municipal school students
-+33. - These results were all significant at the .05 level,
indicating that the fathers and mothers did not use the
same punishments. For male municipal school students, the
correlation was found to be =.24, indicating that while
there was a low negative relationship between the types

of punishment used by fathers and those used by mothers,

it was not significant.

Recommendations for Furthur Study

On the basis of these findings, the guthor

would make the following suggestions:-

l. In order to clarify the nature of the
relationship between reports of discipline for parents and
children the subjects' parents should zglso complete a

modified version of the Parental Punitiveness Scale.

2 It would be useful if additional situations

of misbehavior and parental disciplines could be obtained
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through individual interviewing of children and parents.

3. A distinction should be made between the
misbehavior of Thai children and children with Chinese

background.

4. Parents of students should be interviewed
regarding their career, family income and education, so

that furthur comparisona:; between classes can be considered.
