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ABSTRACT N S’
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The purpose of this research was to study the recognition of
Public towards Vocational Education. Two hundreds and fourty samples
have been randomly selected from students! parents living in Bangkok,
Nonburi and Samutprakarn, The selected samples were divided into three
groups based on their Profession; govermment officials, businessmen, and
laborers. Each group consisted of eighty people aged between 30 to 60
years. The writer has developed a method, which is called "Structured

Interview," to measure Public attitudes.

The study, firstly, aimed at Public posture, favorable or
unfavorable to Vocational Schoocls in general as well as trying to
identify the reasons behind them., Secondly, the analysis concentrated
to determine what type of Vocational School was the most favorable to
the Public, To analyze the score of Public attitudes, the "One-way
analysis of Variance" method has been used. However, the "Two-way
analysis of Variance one observation Per Cell Model™ was applied to
measure the reasons of favorable and unfavorable, and then tested the
difference of the result by "Pair Wise Test™ method, The Percentage

measurement has been applied for the Vocational Schools favored by
the public,
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The Conclusion as follows ¢

1. The Majority of persons interviewed did not accept
Vocational Education, The importent reasons were the Quality of
Vocational Schoolg are poor and Vocational Students fight among

each othera;

Re The minority of persons had wvalued Vocational Education,
The important reasons were Voaational school can provide Technical
Sidlls for employment, and they have a good attitude towards vocational
education program,

3. The most favored vocational schools rated by interviewers

for boys was engineering school, 22,38 £, and for girls was Commercisl
School, 25.85 %, '
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
