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ABSTRACT

The problem in grouping the non-aligned countries

together, in order to show their attitudes and play their roles
in the world political affairs as the third power against those

of the Free world or the Western camp led by the U,S.A. and of
the Communists or the Eastern camp led by the U,S.S5.,R., depends

on the earnest purposes as well as the internmal unity of the

non-aligned countries themselves.

The non-aligned countries are the cowmntries which
carry out their foreign policies independently without
political, economic and military bonds with any other super-power

country.

The grouping of the non-aligned courntries has come into
existence under the leadership of Nehru of India, Tito of

Yugoslavia and Nasser of Egypt, with the agreement of the other



leaders from the third world countries who attended the sumit

conference of the heads of state of the non-aligned countries,
At the present time there are eighty-seven countries which

joined the non-aligned group.

The non-aligned countries have 4 main purposes, as follows:

First, to maintain peace and security of the world by
coordinating the rival groups in the cold wer, and supporting
disarmament as well as the settling down of disputes between

countries by peaceful means, including supporting the UN's charters.

Second, to create the stability of national independence
and security by opposing colonialism, fighting for independende
and pursuing freedom in carrying out both internal and extenal

policies.

Third, to develép economic and social aspects, sufficiently
and rapidly, by reducing the gap between the rich and the poor

countries,

Fourth, to promote international relations both in political
and economic affairs based on equality and justice,

The non-aligned countries have been successful in playing
their role in world politics only by using their voting power in
the General Assembly since the number of the non-aligned countries
is more than half of the total mmbemhip’of the UN presently 150

countries,



In international political arenaf the non-aligned
countries often fail in their efforts to persﬁade the super
powers to act according to the group resolutions.ﬁhe main reason
lies in the fact that the non-aligned group consists of several
geographical areas or subsystems joining together without real
unity. Morever, some of the members, for political, economic
or geographical reasons tend to lean on one big nation or
another or on one power bloc or another, These attitudes increase
the disunity within the group and lessen the group bargaining

power with the super powers or the dominant systems,

The success of the non=-aligned group will depend on the
cooperation of the members and the determination of the group
to uphold their non aligned policies, |
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
