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ABSTRACT
Purposes:

The purposes of this research were three-fold: (1) to determine
the desirable competencies of social studies teachers, (2) to study
the opinions concerning social studies teachers! dompetencies of social
studies teacher producers, social studies teacher consumers and social
studies teacher evaluators, and (3) to study comparstively the
opinions concerning social studies teachers! competencies between
the producers and the consumers, the supervisors and the social

s{udies-teachers.

Procedures s

Samples were stratified randomly selected from three main
categories -—- the producer group, which includes 50 teachers from 3
colleges and 4 universities; the consumer group, which consists of
100 school administrators who were principals, social studies teachers!
chairman and 300 students from the upper secondary schools; and the

evaluator group, which consists of 50 social studies supervisors and



100 social studies teachers from the secondary schools in Bangkoks
Then a questionnaire on competencies 8f social studies teachers
constructed by the researcher was administered to these samples. The
obtained data were analyzed by means of percentage of the samples,
arithmetic mean, standard deviation of all samples'opinions, and t-test
for comparison the opinions between the producers and the consumers,

the supervisors and the social studies teachers.

Results:

1. In general, the producers, the consumers, and the evaluators
highly agreed that social studies teachers competencies include 4
categories of competencies namely academic competency, professional

competency, teaching competency, and human relation competency.

2., The opinions concerning social studies teachers competencies
of the producers and the consumers were not significantly different at
the 0,01 level in the following items: knowledge of curriculum, knowledge
of the subject matter of particular courses, apply knowledge to public
service, student encouragement to develop themselves, ability to write
and to implement the teaching program, ability to organize teaching
activities, ability to use instructional teachniques, and in structional

materials, and finally a2bility to evaluate the teaching.

The supervisors! and the social studies teachers! opinions were
not significantly different at the 0.0l level in the following ftems:
lmowledge of the subject matter of particular courses, apply knowledge

to public service, academic progession , student encouragement to



develop themselves, having teaching spirits, ability to perform
teaching and learning activities, ability to use instructional
techniques, and instructional:mﬁmrials, ability to apply psychology
