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This thesis aims at studying Thai humorous prose from the reign of
King Rama V to King Rama VII in terms of the factors, the writing technique

and the relationship between Thai humorous prose and society.

It can be concluded that Thai humorous prose from the reign of King
Rama V to King Rama VII are appealing in terms of factors and writing
technique. The themes of the humorous prose can be classified into six
groups; most of which aim to present ideas that relate to their particular
period and society. The two types of plots of humorous prose are; ordinary
plot and humorous plot. The characters of humorous prose differ from other
ordinary character in terms that the protagonist always is the person who has
gsome weak points and always is defeated. Whereas the antagonist is always
norm. Most of the characters are flat and static so that they usually are
unreal. The language used in humorous prose has the particular characteristic
which deviates from the ordinary use of language. The use of language can
directly create the humor or create the joyful feeling that will enable the
reader to get the humor from other factors more easily. The authors of humorous
prose use many writing techniques in creating humor that are: the point of
view, the technique in presenting stories and titles, the technique in
ridiculing and satirizing. Almost all factors and writing technique are
created with the main purpose to create humor. Furthermore, the social study
of King Rama V's reign to King Rama VII's reign together with humorous prose
are very useful in describing some characteristics of humorous prose. On the
contrary, the ideas in humorous prose reflect the change of Thai society in
the reign of King Rama V to the reign of King Rama VII which results from

the acceptance of Western Civilization both in terms of material and abstract.
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
