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Abstract

This objective of this research was to study influence of psychology factors in intention
of purchasing condom behavior among students in Bangkok. Participants were 300 college
student, age 18-24. Data was analyzed by Enter Multiple Regression. Studied about these 4
factors; Intention of purchasing condom behavior, Attitude Toward the Behavior, Subjective
Norm and Perceived Behavioral Control. Research results are as follows: Attitude Toward the
Behavior, Subjective Norm and Perceived Behavioral Control were significantly correlated to
Intention of purchasing condom behavior (r = .410, r = .685, r = .355, p<.01, two-tailed).
Attitude Toward the Behavior, Subjective Norm and Perceived Behavioral Control were
significantly predicted Intention of purchasing condom behavior (R2 =.502). All 3 factors had
significant standardized coefficient with Subjective Norm had the most influenced to predicted
Intention of purchasing condom behavior (B = .788, ,B =.591, p <.001) followed by Attitude
Toward the Behavior (B = .156, /B: .153, p < .01) and Perceived Behavioral Control (B = .739,
,B = .064, p < .05) respectively. By analyzed in separate group (male, female) the results shows
that only Subjective Norm had significantly predicted the Male Intention of purchasing condom
behavior (B = .638, ﬂ: 513, p <.001). While in Female, Subjective Norm (B = .638, B =
513, p <.001) followed by Attitude (B = .236, ,B =.195, p <.001) had significantly predicted
the Intention of purchasing condom behavior. And when compare these 2 groups, the predicted

factors had no significantly different in predicted Intention of purchasing condom behavior.
