That 18, they showsed mora control and hostility towarda their
children then 414 middla cless mothers., Fathers, though of different
clapsas, scemed to phow more love and autonomy toverds daughters
than did mothers who tended to be higher on comtrel and love towarde
aon. Doth lower and middle olaos fathers engouraged their children
to learn more then diA mothera, Mothers when compared to ohildren
in the seme olase reported themaelves sp behaving more positivoly
on the poaitive scales than percepticne from ohildron while on tha

negative monles, mothers reported thaet they behaved leos nagatively
