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This research aimed o sthy the relationship between personality and personality of
significant person. The participants were equally divided into two groups ; 50 of teenagers and
50 of the teenager's significant person. The participants responded to the set of questionnaires;
the five factor personality approach. The hypothesis was personality related to personality of
significant person. The result showed that 3 types of personalities which were Neuroticism,
Extraversion and Agreeableness doesn't differ significantly. It can be implied that these types of
personalities related to personality of significant person. On the other hand, the other
personalities; Openness to experience and Conscientiousness, were rather significantly
(1(49)=3.57,p<.001 and #(49)=-2.40, p<.05 respectively). It can be implied that these types of

ersonalities doesn't relate to personality of significant person.
