The methods to be used for
cach district may be one or more methods, ‘o cannol choose
e oape methods to control the mosguitocs in Bangkok
thoroughly. The ecnsiderations in cheoice of methods depend
upon the charscter of zzch area.

Thers a2re severzl factors recognised as affecting
mmsﬁuita inercasing. The Ffirst is the temperaturs oI
Dangkok, the higher temperaturce shortens the time of life
cvele, it will pultiply rapidély. The second factor is
the brcpdinﬁ place which may be formed by heavy rainfall
in gverywhere of natural ground. Anothor factor is the
reighhouring arcas arcund Bangkck, which can produce the
mosguitoes, then it will incrcase the apount of nmosguitoes
in Bangkuk. Theraefore, mcsguitocs in Bangkol cannot b#
ensily sliminateod. liowever, the success of mosgquito control
depends upon the cooperation between thoe government and

the poopdd.
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
