The purposes of this research were to develop a parenting measurement based on
Schaefer’s concept and to study the parenting style of lower secondary school students’
parents. The samples in this study consisted of 610 lower secondary school students in
Bangkok. The instruments used in this research were the parenting behavior survey, the
developed parenting measurement and CRPBI-108 Thai version. The data were analyzed
using second-order confirmatory factor analysis. The parenting styles were distinguished

using the tertile split method. The major findings were as follows:

1. The developed parenting measurement consisted of 36 five-Likert scale items,
measuring the parenting indicators in each dimension. Construct validity was confirmed by
using the second-order CFA and found X ? = 9.001, df = 7, p = 0.253. The developed
parenting measurement has the criterion-related validity. The correlation between of the
same dimension's score of the developed parenting measurement and the CRPBI-108 Thai
version was significantly positive. The reliability of the whole measurement was .902 and the

reliability of the dimensions was ranged from .748 to .874.

2. There was 21.5 percent of the samples that were classified as having the
authoritative parent. 15.4 percent of the samples were classified as having the neglectful
parent while 4.1 and 5.1 percent were classified as having the authoritarian parent and the
permissive parent, respectively. Parenting style of the 53.9 percent of the samples could not

be classified.
