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This study aimed to investigate the relationship between perception of inter-
parental conflict and psychological well-being of undergraduates with personal growth
initiative as mediating variable. Participants were 400 undergraduates from
Chulalongkorn University (165 males and 235 females). Results showed inter-parental
conflict perception was negatively associated with psychological well-being (r = -.11, p
<.05). Similarly, the perception had a negative association with personal growth
initiative (r = -.11, p <.05). Lastly, personal growth initiative had a positive correlation
with psychological well-being. Results from mediation analysis showed that personal
growth initiative full mediated the association between inter-parental conflict and
