The present study aimed to examine the relationship between couple bond,
family responsibility and couple satisfaction in Thai male and female couples.
Participants were 260 couples (130 males and 130 females). Their mean age was
26.06 (SD = 5.09) years old. The instruments were (1) Couple Relationship Standard
Scale and (2) Couple Satisfaction Index. Pearson’s product-moment correlation and

multiple regression were used to analyses the data. Findings revealed:

1) Couple bond was significantly and positively correlated with couple
satisfaction in Thai male and female couples (r = .51, p < .01 and r = .32, p < .01

respectively)

2) Family Responsibility was significantly and positively correlated with
couple satisfaction in Thai male and female couples (r = .32, p < .01 and r = .24, p <

.01 respectively)

3) Couple bond and family responsibility significantly predicted couple
satisfaction in Thai male and female couples and account for 26 and 10 percent of
the total of variance of couple satisfaction respectively (R2 = .26, p < .001 and R =
10, p < .01 respectively). Only couple bond was the significant predictors for both
