The objectives of this research were 1) to study the contents of piano examination at
performance diploma level of The Associated Board of the Royal Schools of Music (ABRSM)
DipABRSM in the UK and 2) present guidelines for the preparation of diploma level music
performances of The Associated Board of the Royal Schools of Music ABRSM DipABRSM in the UK.
The researcher used the qualitative research method which focused on content analysis, interview,
and descriptive data analysis which collected data in the same topics from different sources. Key
informants were determined by Purposive Sampling method and divided into two groups: 1) five
professors who are experts in piano teaching 2) two exam takers of diploma level music

performances and 3) two ABRSM piano examiners.

The results of the research found that 1) The diploma level piano examinations have
four sessions which are Recital, Viva Voce, Program Note and Quick Study. 2) To prepare for the
examination, the applicants had to thoroughly understand the examination contents and have
analytical thinking skills for choosing an appropriate performance program for Recital session and
collecting data about each song performance as reference for Viva Voce and Program Note. It was
also necessary for the applicant to have the appropriate media to do some activities in preparation,
such as books and exercises for the Quick Study session and minor performance activities that act
as mock-up performances and create an atmosphere of the actual examination ahead of time, to

ensure completeness and confidence to achieve effective results in the piano examination.

Sonatas in G major, Kp 259 and 260 Domenico Scarlatti (1685-1757)

Domenico Scarlatti, the sixth child of Alessandro who was the great opera
composer in Naples, was brought up as a versatile musician and became arguably the
greatest harpsichordist in late Baroque. He became employed by the King of Portugal
in 1719 to teach Princess Maria Barbara who was a talented harpsichord player. When
Maria Barbara married the heir to the Spanish throne in 1733 and later became Queen
of Spain, Scarlatti followed her to Madrid and remained there until his death.

The bulk of Scarlatti’s compositions are harpsichord sonatas. Of the 550 or so
sonatas he composed, over 100 were written for Maria Barbara. Spanish influences are
found in many of his sonatas, such as dance rhythm and guitar strumming. His sonatas
have only one movement and are in binary form. Some of them display daring
harmony and modulations, and the fast sonatas are often like studies, exploiting one
or two technical problems.

Scarlatti’s sonatas have been edited by different people. His English friend Thomas
Roseingrave first edited about fifty of his sonatas. Then in early 20th century the
sonatas were edited by Alessandro Longo, hence the Longo numbers. In 1953 the

American harpsichordist, Ralph Kirkpatrick, re-edited them, hence the Kp numbers.
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Kirkpatrick discovered that over 300 of Scarlatti’s sonatas are paired in terms of tonality
such as tonic major and minor, and usually a slow one is followed by a fast one.

Kp 259 and 260 are paired. The former is Andante and lyrical, mainly in two
part texture. Both hands share the melodic interest. Kp 260, Allegro, is fast and
rhythmic, like a study in arpeggio and broken octaves, requiring crisp articulation. It
contains many modulations to unrelated keys. The left-hand part has many chords
sugeesting guitar strumming. The texture of these two sonatas is largely homophonic,
making much use of keyboard figuration. Scarlatti’s sonatas anticipate the
development of the Classical style. 314

Mozart was universally recognized as the greatest musical prodigy in music
history, but he would not have made such remarkable achievements without his
father’s unstinting support. In 1762-1773 Leopold Mozart devoted himself to educating
the boy and to exhibiting his accomplishments in a series of journeys that took them
to various cities in Europe. During the trip Mozart met a great number of musicians
and acquainted himself with the works of other composers. A particularly important
influence was J.C. Bach whose lyrical themes and thematic contrast had impressed
young Mozart. His Italian experience had long lasting influence on his music too, for
he was very much interested in Italian opera, and his operatic conception is often
reflected in his instrumental music, including the piano sonatas.

Mozart wrote eighteen piano sonatas. They show the development of Mozart’s

style from the Gallant Style (pleasing melodies and simple accompaniment) of his
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early works through the mature works during the Storm and Stress to his last period
when he was much influenced by Haydn. K.309 was composed in 1777 in Mannheim
at the height of Storm and Stress which was a movement in the arts in Germany in the
1770s that promoted more drama and passion, and this sonata contains many features
associated with Storm and Stress, including sudden dynamics and dramatic gestures.
It was dedicated to Rosa Cannabich, daughter of the conductor of the famous
Mannheim orchestra.

The first movement has two contrasting subjects, but the first subject has three
themes and the second has two, as if they were different characters in an opera. Much
of the texture suggests orchestral sounds. The second movement was a portrayal of
Cannabich’s daughter’s character. It is entirely lyrical like an opera aria with some of
the texture suggesting woodwind ensemble writing. The movement is in the form of
double variation on two themes. Typical of Mozart, the melodies contain much
chromaticism. The Finale is one of Mozart’s grandest rondos, full of fun and incidents
like an opera finale. There are many exuberant passages of tremolos that echo the
Mannheim violins.

Novellette No.1 in F major Op.21 Robert Schumann ( 1810-1856 )

Schumann was a typical Romantic, as evidenced in his fondness for literary and
musical allusiveness and in the autobiographical nature in his music, e.g. Papillons and
Carnaval. In 1834, he founded a music journal as editor and leading writer sometimes
under pseudonyms: Eusebius, representing his lyrical contemplative side and
Florestan, his fiery, impetuous side. These two personalities are often reflected in his
music. Novellette no 1 is a good example.

Novellette is a term introduced by Schumann as a compliment to the English
soprano, Clare Novello, as the title for his 8 pieces Op.21. The F major Novellette was
composed in 1838 in the form of sonata rondo, dedicated to Adolph Henselt, a German
pianist and composer. The opening section is chordal in the style of a March. The Trio
is entirely lyrical with two wonderful and remote modulations creating magical
moments. The middle section has canonic imitation based on a descending scalar
motif, an influence from Bach. The march sections represent Florestan and the lyrical
sections represent Eusebius. 169

La Cathédral Engloutie ( from Preludes book I ) Debussy
(1862-1918)

Debussy studied at the Paris Conservatoire planning to become a virtuoso
pianist, but after several failures to win performance competitions, he turned to
composition. In 1884 he won the Prix de Rome (in composition).

Debussy’s music virtually represents the transition from late-romantic music to
twentieth century. He realized that romanticism had reached the end and he looked
forward to the future. Influenced by the French symbolists (e.¢. Mallarmé, Baudelaire)
and the impressionist painters (e.g. Manet and Monet), he translated colour into music
and placed emphasis on timbre, colour and atmosphere, suggesting rather than
describing. At the same time he explores new tonal resources on the piano. His
pianism requires a new set of playing technique including pedalling. His harmony is
non-functional and his texture is often blurred. His piano texture is often orchestrally
conceived, with a huge variety of sonority and colour. ‘The Sunken Cathedral’ is an
excellent example of Debussy’s impressionistic art.

The work is from book 1 of the Preludes, composed in 1909-10. It was inspired
by the legend of the cathedral of Ys, a city on the northern coast of France submerged
in water some 1500 years ago. As the tide subsides the cathedral can be seen gradually
on certain days through the mist. Typical of Debussy’s impressionistic works, this piece
does not have a clearly defined melodic line. The melody is fragmentary, dictated by
the harmony. The chords are often built on 4ths and 5ths, like Medieval organum. The
music is a mixture of tonality and modality. There are parallel chords, typical of
Debussy. The textures evoke chants and the sounds of bells of the cathedral. There is

Schubert has been universally recognized as the greatest song composer in
music history. Born with a melodic gift, he could write lyrical themes effortlessly, and
his lyricism abounds in his symphonies, chamber music and piano works. However, he
is more successful with small pieces and short form such as Moments Musicaux and
Impromptus because his themes or melodies are complete already which need no
further development. His eight Impromptus are fine examples of this art.

Impromptu means improvisation on the spur of the moment. Impromptu in G
flat major was probably composed in the autumn of 1827 but it was published thirty
years later. Constructed in ternary form, this beautiful piece contains heartfelt and
seemingly unending melody as well as sensuous harmony and wonderful modulations,
particularly the unexpected and enharmonic changes near the end of the piece. The
accompaniment is typical Schubertian in that the broken chord figuration is consistent
throughout the piece, creating unity. The music is spontaneous, domestic and intimate.
The work has plenty of romantic sentiment, but it still maintains classical discipline

with proportion and poise. 179

Book 2

Debussy is regarded as one of the most influential and important figures in 20"
century music. His life encompassed the late Romantic period and the beginnings of
the 20" century, and he experienced many changes in European musical history, but
he looked to the future. Influenced by the French impressionist painters, Manet and
Monet, he translated colour into music and emphasized timbre, colour and
atmosphere. Form and structure became secondary. In his music he combines
tonality, modality and exotic scales. He was innovative in piano writing, for he thinks
orchestrally and explores new playing techniques, including pedalling. His starting point
in composition was the late Romantic, but the works written during 1903-1913 are
impressionistic.

Debussy wrote twenty preludes in two books during 1910-1913 as a tribute to
Chopin. This prelude was inspired by a picture postcard that his friend Manuel de
Falla sent him from Spain. On the postcard is the gateway of the Alhambra Palace in
Granada. The music is very colourful, full of Spanish character and features, such as
the use of Moorish scale (Spain was invaded by the Moors in the Medieval times), the
habanera dance rhythm and the sounds from guitar strumming and castanets. The
piece is in ternary form with a consistent ostinato bass on the Db pedal point, providing
a tonal centre. But the keys are often uncertain and the harmony is full of chromatics.
The middle section is full of passion with strong dynamic contrasts and mockery

Mozart was a musically talented and versatile musician. His remarkable success
would be impossible without his father’s devotion in educating his son and in
exhibiting his son’s accomplishments over a series of journeys to various cities in
Europe from 1762 to 1771. His learning experience during these trips bore fruits in his
compositions.

The core of Mozart’s over 600 compositions is in opera, which explains why his
operatic conception is also found in his instrumental music, including the piano
sonatas. He liked to present greater number of themes, as if they were different
characters in an opera. His texture often contains dialogues as if they were operatic
ensembles. His fondness of Italian opera coupled with JC Bach’s lyrical style influenced
his melodic writing.

Mozart composed altogether 18 piano sonatas. K.311 is a mature sonata
dedicated to his cousin Maria Anna Thelka. It was composed in November 1777 in
Mannheim, Germany at the summit of Sturm und Drang which was a movement in the
arts in Germany in 1770s that promoted more drama and passion. In music, there was
a preference for minor keys and more drama and passion with striking dynamic
contrasts, and K311 is a fine example.

In the first movement, the first subject is almost like a piano transcription of
the opening of some grand symphony with trumpets and kettledrums. It consists of
two motives in contrast with the lyrical second subject. The latter sounds like a
woodwind solo. The codetta material is used in the development section and in the
recap the second theme appears before the first. Much of the texture, particularly in
the development, reflects the sounds of the Mannheim orchestra, famous all over

Europe.
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The second movement is entirely lyrical and expressive like an opera aria with
ensemble texture. Again, much of the texture suggests orchestral instrumental writing,
such as the trill of solo violin over the quiet woodwind theme entry, strings tutti and
woodwind ensemble.

The Finale is in Sonata rondo form, influenced by Haydn. It is fast, spirited and
full of fun and drama. The brilliant tuttis and bravura and cadenza passages suggest
concerto elements, and Mozart brought the classical piano concerto to its zenith. 363
