The objective of this thesis is to examine eco-dystopia and eco-utopia in Kim
Stanley Robinson’s science fiction relating to socio-economic and political context. The
study revealed that 11 Robinson’s science fiction novels could be fit into three groups which
reflect his evolving point of view on environmental problems. The first one is California
trilogy which deals with threats endangering his hometown. The second one is Mars Trilogy
and 2312 which portrays the journey to establish the off-world eco-utopia among the
hopeless situation to save the earth from its undesirable state. The third one is Science in
the Capital which is about rewilding of the earth with the belief in human ability to transform

eco-dystopia into eco-utopia.

Eco-dystopia is the state of environmental imbalance as the consequence of
overpopulation, depletion of nature and natural resource together with natural disasters.
Such disagreeable state requires a paradigm shift in order to form eco-utopia by renouncing
anthropocentric worldview that takes nature as resource and values for man and adopting
ecocentric worldview that considers the wholeness of nature. Man must be a participant in

nature. Such worldview coincides with eastern standpoint towards nature.

Pertaining to economic aspect, eco-dystopia is the result of industrial capitalism.
Robinson proposes alternative economies which are green capitalism that focuses on
ecosystem’s wellbeing, whereas sharing economy focuses on collaboration which aims at

sustainability.

The characteristic of Robinson’s writing is his eco-dystopia though disastrous is
never hopeless. His eco-utopia is critical and always in process with the hope that man can

achieve. Science proves crucial to nature and man’s survival.
