This research examined the relationship of universities’ initiations
(constructive and destructive) with group cohesion and affective commitment toward
university faculty among Thai students, with a mediating role of social identification.
Three hundred and thirty-one undergraduate students from various Thai universities
participated in the current study. The results from the analysis of Structural Equation
Modeling (SEM) using LISREL Version 9.30 (Joreskog & Sérbom, 2017) revealed that the
constructive-initiation-activity (CIA) had a positive direct effect on students’ group
cohesion at p < .01. In contrary, the destructive-initiation-activity (DIA) had no direct
effect on group cohesion. Moreover, we found that the social identification was a
significant partial mediator of the relationship between CIA and group cohesion, and
was a significant full mediator of the relationship between CIA and affective
commitment. Surprisingly, DIA had a significant positive effect on social identification
at p < .01. While both CIA and DIA had no significant direct effect on affective
commitment. Nevertheless, a full mediating effect of social identification was found
for the relationship of DIA with group cohesion and affective commitment toward

university faculty.
