Results demonstrated that from the first three vears of the Feature
Magazine (1985-1988) people’s life events and technology content was most lv
emphasized. From the second through the third period, more issues of
conservation and development controversy were presented in Holisti
Approach due to significant factos, both from internal and external sources.
Internal factors are work culture, news value, problems in magazine
production including  educational background, working experience and
attitUdehwwrdémﬁother among editorial staff. External factors are public
interest, the mainstream of natural resource conservation including
competitors, In terms of functional rols, the Feature Magazine was
performed its role in educating readers about wildife and nature more than
