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The objective of this thesis is to design the temple to commemorate the 100hbirthday of HRH. Princess
Srinagarmdra, the: Princess Mother on October 21, 2000 and to honor H.RH. the Princess Mather as one of the
worlds important persons recognized by UNESCO in the year 2000. The data for this project wes gathered through
the study of important documents and surveys of various sites to gain sufficient knowdedge of the construction of
Buddhist temples, their planning and the architecture in the Buddhavas area of the temples. The concept behind this
project wes to choose a design that reflected the personality and the character of the person. Therefore, The temples
which honor the Royal consorts or daughters of the: King were examined as well as the life, activities, ethics and
sentiments of HR H. the Princess Mather. The details of the construction site were also stuclied to- serve as the basis
for the design.

This project is located on the bank of the Chao Phraya River in the community of Wat Anongkharam,
where HRH. the Princess Mother had resided. The design wes to be a Buddhist temple and would incluce the
ubosot, a tabemacle with sema bases, pavilions, group of chedis or pagodas, Buddhist library and garden. The
architecture is besed on die Rattanakosin style, and it has been built wath reinforced concrete structure using post and
lintel system. Various objects have been installed to depict HRH. the Princess Mother’s life such as lotus flowers,
sangvalya or the decorative chain, the gold pedestalled tray and the round box used as the Royal Utensils of the
female member of the court, etc. These is shown in the designing of forms and the decoration of the architectural
elements such s porticos, window frames, pediments, column capitals and comer pillars. Mandape-shaped throne
housing an image of a standing crowned Buddha is constructed on the front wall of the ubosot, it wes erected in
honor of HRH. the Princess Mather. \Within the bosot are a number of Buddha image and mural painting depicting
the story of the Lord Buddha. The chedis are redented square pagodas, a Rattanakosin style, which was adapted from
the late Ayutthaya period. They are erected with a center pagoda surrounded by four smaller ones at the comers. At
the base ofthe pagodas is a library housed the holy scriptires of the Dhamme, or teachings of the Lord Buddha and
his disciples, that initiated by HRH. the Princess Mother. Finally, at the front of the temple grounds is a shaded
garden to enhance the liorary area as well as a place to relax and contemplate quietly.
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
