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As the South of Thailand borders Malaysia for the length of 646 kilometers, radio and television
signals of Malaysia is able to broadcast into Thailand. The objectives of the study was to explore the
exposure to the radio and television spillover signal of the Thai audiences along the Thai-Malaysia border,
and factors influencing the exposure to Malaysia radio and television programs. The research employed
hoth qualitative and quantitative research methods in the study. The survey research used questionnaire as
material to interview 300 samples living in Sadao district of Songkla, Su-ngaikolok district of Narathivat, and
Batong district of Yala. The research controlled variable by selecting religion of samples: Thai-Muslim, Thai-
Buddhist-Chinese, and Thai-Buddhist-Thai. True audiences from the sampling were asked to give in-depth
interview in order to analyze the data from the interview.

Finding of the research are :

1 Thai-Muslim samples are the majority who expose to radio and television signals, with 28.7%
are intentionally expose to radio and 44% to television. Then Thai-Buddhist-Chinese have 13.3% samples
who intentionally expose to radio and 25% to television. And Thai-Buddhist-Thai samples are the minority,
only 9.3% intentionally expose to radio and 20% to television.

For the samples who intentionally expose the Malaysia radio, Thai-Muslim indicate that, in a week,
they usually expose to Malaysia radio signals, one to two hours a day. While the Thai-Buddhist-Chinese and
Thai-Buddhist-Thai states that they often expose to Malaysia radio signals, but less than one hour a day. The
programs the Thai-Muslim, the Thai-Buddhist-Chinese, and Thai-Buddhist-Thai like most are Malaysia songs,
Chinese songs, and English songs respectively. All three groups of samples indicate that they often expose
to Malaysia television signals, one to two hours a day. The programs the Thai-Muslim, the Thai-Buddhist-
Chinese, and Thai-Buddhist-Thai like most are program about Islam, Chinese movie and series, and English

movies respectively.

2. Factors influence the exposure to Malaysia spillover signals of the all samples are form and
content of Malaysia radio and television programs, advertisement, technical problems and language. The
Thai-Muslim and Thai-Buddhist-Chinese also indicate factor related to personal interest of audiences.
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
