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The purposes of this study were to study and to develop the knowledge transmission process model of
agriculture wisdom holders in multi-cased studies. The samples were 6 agriculture wisdom holders and the study areas
were 5 regions of Thailand: the central region, the northern region, the north-eastern region, the southern region and the
eastern region. The researcher spent 16 months in data collection, data analysis and reporting procedures. The data
collection was done through in-epth interview, documentary study and non-participatory observation. The developed
modlel of the knowledge transmission process of agriculture wisdom holders was evaluated by the experts with focus
group discussion method.

The research findings were as follows:

1 the study of the knowledge transmission process of agriculture wisdom holders, the researcher found that
those wisdom holders are very experienced and expertise on agriculture. They had encountered many serious problems;
but they finally overcome those problems with diligence. As being thinkers and practitioners, they could have stable
income and also imparted the body of knowledge emphasizing on alternative agriculture to many people. The alternative
agriculture refused the utilization of chemicals; but concerned for the environment by mainly using natural ways of
fanning. Inaddition, they lived on the way of sufficient economic theory. Most trainees were farmers in trouble so that
they needed hoth knowledge and practices to be successful in agriculture and to reduce expenses besides, the public
sector agencies requested that those agriculture wisdom holders helped determine the policy and training for running
business firmly. As a result, those trainees could have enough earnings and helped reduce the amount of toxic chemicals
to the environment.

2. According to the six case-studies of the knowledge transmission process of agriculture wisdom holders, the
transmission process consisted of 6 steps which were learning needs assessment, thinking transformation, curriculum
development, knowledge and experience transmission, practice and visiting study and evaluation. Those agriculture
wisdom holders had their own techniques of the knowledge transmission such as short training courses, demonstration,
lecture, a tour of inspection, practice, discussion, informal learning, and the use of electronic media. ~ For the
knowledge transmission with a tour of inspection or practice, there were collaborations among the nearby network of
the wisdom holclers based on their specialty. Furthermore, the knowledge transmission was also involved with beliefs,
local tradition, Budahism doctrine, companionship, informal setting, self-evaluation, mutual respect, and cooperation.
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
