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The purposes of this research were: (1) to survey the state of the classroom action
research of teachers in the Department of Education, Bangkok Metropolis; (2) to empower teachers
through the ability development in conducting classroom action research with collaborative
approach; (3) to study the effects of teacher empowerment in conducting classroom action research
with collaborative approach. The samples were randomly selected by proportional stratified random
sampling. The research method was the mixed-method design using the quantitative and qualitative
approaches. Four schools of the Department of Education, Bangkok Metropolis were purposively
selected as case studies in this research based on their volunteers. The research instruments were
questionnaires, data recording forms and interview guides.

The research findings were as follows:

1) Based on the survey research, it was found that the samples had experiences in
conducting research with the amount of 66.84%. Eighty two percent of the teachers had experiences
in training, while 56.57% would like to have training needs in the future. The type of the research
were mostly formal research (70.1 %), and individual teacher research (78.1%) under the
collaboration of people in school without outsiders’ assistance.

2) The teacher empowerment process consisted of training, supporting and providing
assistance to the teachers in conducting classroom action research.

3) Based on the case study research, it was found that after the teacher
empowerment, half of the teachers of each school carried out classroom action research. The
research were mostly informal research (60%) and individual teacher research (70%). Most of the
teachers conducted the research with the collaboration of people in school without the assistance of
the outsiders. The research questions were concerned with students’ behaviors and teachers'
problems in learning activity organization.
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
