The purpose of this research was to develop and validate the indicators for the
evaluation of Bachelor Degree curriculum producing basic education teachers (A 5-year curriculum). All
three comceptual frameworks for this research were developed in the form of second order factor
analysis model, based on studies of related literature. The research sample consisted of 10 experts in
teacher education and indicator development, and 147 teachers in the Faculties of Education from 6
Rajabhat Institute in Bangkok. The research instrument was the 11 part questionaire the reliability of
which ranged from 0.7342 -0.9725. The data analysis were descriptive statistics employing SPSS 10.0,
confirmatory factor analysis and second order confirmatory analysis employing LISREL 8.53.

The research results were as follows:

1) The indicators for the evaluation of Bachelor Degree curriculum producing basic
education teachers (A 5-year curriculum) consisted of 3 dimensions, all of which included 11 factors
and 129 indicators. They were 4 factors of input measuring from 10 composite indicators which were
measured from 43 indicators, 4 factors of process measuring from 12 composite indicators which were
measured from 50 indicators, and 3 factors of outcomes measuring from 8 composite indicators which
were measured from 36 indicators.

2) All of 11 measurement models of factors evaluating the Bachelor Degree
curriculum producing basic education teachers (A 5-year curriculum) had construct validity.

3) The validation of 3 dimensions of indicators for the evaluation of Bachelor Degree
curriculum producing basic education teachers (A 5-year curriculum) indicated that the measurement
models of indicators were highly consistent with empirical data. The results implied that all indicators
of 11 factors measuring 3 dimensions were appropriate to be indicators for curriculum evaluation.
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
