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[lie objectives of this research were 1) to do research and development of the learning processes in
order to promote media literacy Tor 'Thai youth based on contemplative education approach 2) to propose the
learning processes promoting media literacy tor Iliai youth based on contemplative education approach, ‘lliree
case studies selected from students w lower and upper secondary schools were used in this study.

Hie research results could be concluded as follows:

1. Uie learning activ ities, which were developed by researcher, could differentiate students with high
learning abilities from those with low learning abilities. It was noteworthy that 1) dialoguing were effective for
high ability group while recreation activities would be more appropriate for low ability group; 2) 5-6 persons
were the optimum size for each learning group; 3) students who could score more than 80% were those with
good and very good scholastic achievement; 4) students who did not recognize the need and did not pay
attention to this learning process were unable to pass the activity criteria, factors affecting media literacy
learning included: 1) parents: educational level, profession, caring and attention given to their children,
participation in media consuming; 2) students: scholastic achievement, spare time spending, characteristics of
and frequency in media consuming.

2. In implementing the learning activities, methods w managing learning process and provision of
suitable learning environment, were the two aspects which should be taken into consideration. Contextual
factors of learners must he analyzed for student grouping. Choosing media which would attract attention from
students was important in designing learning content. The learning environment should be one that was opened,
unprejudiced, and promoted cooperation from educational institutions. Moreover. It was found that their
friends, which were an influential factor for the students, would have impact on learning management, hi
addition, learning facilitators should have training relating to media literacy and had no obligations to the

schools.
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
