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This thesis aims at answering the following question : what are the factors that led to an
increasing and broadening of the rights and liberties chapter inthe Thai constitution B.E.2540 . So, this
thesis will focus on the rights and liberties chapter in the Thai constitution B.E.2540 1which is far broader
than all any previous constitution . We shall also consider the drafting process and identify those who had a
role in pressing for an expansion of this rights and liberties chapter.

There are two main points of this supposition. The first one is whether the broadening of
this chapter really came from citizen groups and organization citizen calling for an increase in and the
more protection of their rights and liberties. The second paint is whether this came from the Constituent
Assembly members themselves who desired to provide a further increase of the rights and liberties of the
Thai people.

As for the research method used in this thesis 1there will be a study of documents and also
interviews of the Constituent Assembly ' members who ladmittedly 1had an important role in the
drafting process and in pushing for a broadening of this rights and liberties chapter.

The study’s results showed that Thai citizens took part in the broading of this chapter by
expressing their views through a variety of public hearings . As for other groups and organizations affects
by the draft or which made recommendations to the draft through the media 1all such were considered
as to their applicablitity 1their adaptability to principle and their adaptability to the needs of others groups.
Therefore 1there was compromise among the groups and with the Constituent Assembly.

terms of the important role of Constituent Assembly ' members 1 it is obvious that
they realized how significant rights and liberties were. They initiated new rights and liberties and
laid down the framework to make the above rights and liberties actually practical ina fundamental
framework.

After that 1the Drafting Committee used this framework as the core when drafting the
constitution . Atthat time 1all members could propose their views soas to get the maximum benefit
for Thai citizens.

their deliberation 1they used not only their reasons but also compromises and manage
the interest of all groups.

Obviously 1all the above processes reflect the key role of Constituent Assembly '
members on the drafting procedure and also in broadening the rights and liberties chapter.
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
