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Section 4 The presentation of the proposed tourist route.

The proposed route will take your about 30 minutes. It starts from Soi Charoen krung 34 to
“Haroon” Community. This is Muslim community, which is more 170 years of age. The path covers shades,
old style-wood houses on both sides, Muslim culture and old-style mosque which is spectacular and it is also
a good stop for rest.

From Haroon Community, you will get to French Embassy. On your right, It stands an old
outstanding, named “Sulakasatam” (Custom house). This building was built in King Rama V. This building
reflects the history of relationship between the Kingdom of Thailand and France on trade.

After, the route continues from the front of the French Embassy, about 50 meter. You will reach
“The Oriental Place” where you can shop for international quality products and souvenirs. But, if you really
want something that are originally Thai, the shop called “ Thai industrial house” is also where you can go.

After shopping, the route further to another distinct area, called “Ban Farang”. This place is a
Western community in the old times. You will find “East Asiatic building, The Oriental Hotel, Indo-china
Bank, which is now used by the Catholic Church, and Assumption Cathedral”: All buildings that just been

mentioned are historical and beautiful. Also, in that particular area, there is a pier for speec-boats and norml
boats that can lead you to other tourist attractions in Bangkok through the Chao Praya River.

Then, after the beauty of those buildings, You can use the route behind the Assumption Cathedral to get
through Catholic community to “Wat Suan-Phiu” represents Buddhism, the notional religion of Thailand
since the early Ratanakosin dynasty. That temple has group of beautiful wood house (Kuti), shady and
peaceful environment that is rarely found within commercial centre in urban areas,
