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This study focuses on the analysis of the relationship between shape, form and spatial
configuration of public open spaces and the space use patterns of Thai Yong community, Baan
Nong-Ngueak, Lamphun.  This is carried out systematically by spatial morphological,
observation and field survey techniques in order to examine the spatial rules of multi-use public
open spaces in the case study and to propose the application for other similar areas.

It is found that there are 4 spatial rules of Thai Yong public open spaces; 1) the public
open spaces for leisure uses often locate at the intersection of 2 global integrators; 2) the public
open spaces for ceremonial uses are the areas that are well integrated with the overall transport
network; 3) the public open space uses for Thai context should not be too much exposed
despite the isovist field; 4) the community’s public spaces often locate on major intersections
within the grid transport network.  However, because of its deformed grid characteristic, the
visual linkages within the area are not well interconnected and become hierarchical. This
results in that the ‘moving through’ and ‘moving to’ movement become ‘slow’ and good for
social interaction.

The study also reveals that there are 3 spatial rules of the community’s local public
open spaces; 1) the public open spaces, hoth city and local levels, should be well enclosed and
large enough to accommodate all users at all scales of use; 2) the social Spaces or leisure
areas should consist of a series of small and visually hierarchical space with multi entrances /
exits; 3) such spaces should be shady.
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
