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This qualitative research aims to study the production processes in the presentation of regional news by regional news
bureaus on TV Channels 5, 7 and the Television of Thailand Channel 11, as well as relations between criteria concerning the selection
and scheduling of regional news items by hase stations and those by news bureaus that report the news from the regions to viewers
throughout the country.

Results of the research reveal that the production processes of regional news begin with planning of the news production,
news operation, selection of news items and news presentation. In the step of the news selection, base stations of TV Channel 5 and 7
participate in the decision making process, while, in the case of the Television of Thailand Channel 11, The selection of the news items
is made by regional news bureaus that will then pass them on to the National News Bureau of the Department of Public Relations for
the news scheduling prior to presenting them on air by the base station of Channel 1L

Factors that relate to the selection criteria for regional news items are the television stations” policies, duration of air time,
local influential figures and religion.

These factors reflect relations between regional news bureaus and stations in the determining of regional news items to be
featured. In summary, the relations exist in 3 forms:-

L The Channel 7 base station allows its news bureau to select and schedule news items to an exter
news items that are to be broadcast must receive prior approval from the central news editor. In cases when important events take
place regionally, the central news editor will join in the process of news scheduling, resulting in a variety of presented news to be more
interesting.

2. The Channel 5 base station has a clear regional news policy. Regional news hureaus have freedc
and scheduling news that occur in the area, including those concerning important events, having central news editor loosely
supervising and keeping their operations within the set policy framework. News items mostly concern activities that occur locally and
there is no variety to them. Even if important events occur, there will not be any real participation of the central news editor in
scheduling the news, leaving it to regional bureaus to do so.

3. The Television of Thailand, Channel 11, acts only as a base station for receiving and broadcasting
the special reporters (provincial public relations official ) will focus on producing public relations news to feed news bureaus. Regional
bureaus' news editors (regional public relations office) will have freedom in selecting and scheduling news items under the policy
framework of the Department of Public Relations and will forward them to the central news editors whose role is merely to arrange the
news items in an order prior to presenting them on air on Channel 1. The central news editors will not be able to participate in news
scheduling or canceling any news item presentation; this applies to important events' presentation too. They can only ask for
cooperation since the authorities concerned with regional news production have the same status as the central news editorial, and so
they cannot command each other.
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
