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The objective of this thesis is to study on political factors which affect the performance
of police during the national election by focusing on the use of politicians' influence against
police, thus, misleading them to abuse the laws in order to benefit politicians or their parties.
This thesis alsO studies on how police struggle for their promotion by assisting those politicians
whom they abused the laws for their victories.

The finding reveals that police's behavior has never democratically reinforced political
institutions or political activities especially in orderto obtain the democratic government in the
light of national elections. Contrary, they are the essential tool of political rally by assisting several
coup-d’-etat, Including using their authorities to benefit political parties to get advantage on their
rivals which obstruct the freedom of people to cast their votes. Fundamental of democracy has
been absolutely destroyed by Its own law enforcement agency.

It is concluded that the relationship between police and politicians is a de facto, police
is a tool for politicians to protect their power, reciprocally, politicians help police to fulfil their need
with their Promotion. All of this circle will never push police away from patronage system, it is not
a surprise To see some high ranking officers waiting orders from politicians for their survival and

professional future.
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
